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Australian Defence Anthropometric Personnel Testing

The University of Ballarat and Permian as subcontractors to the University of South Australia
are teamed with other partners SKM and the Australian Sports Commission to develop an
advanced anthropometric modelling capability for the Australian Defence Force.

Under the ADAPT project, UniSA and SKM are responsible for personnel and aircraft scanning
and task definition activities.

The modelling software developed by UB and Permian will comprise of two major
components.  Recruit assessment software will be deployed to all Defence recruiting offices
to provide initial feedback on the physical suitability of potential recruits for pilot roles
based on key measurements taken by recruiting staff.

A detailed modelling system capable of dynamically simulating a wide range of pilot tasks
in ADF aircraft crewstations will be deployed to the RAAF AviationMedical Institute at
RAAF Edinburgh.

Through this new capability, the ADF will be able to simulate the anthropometric reach
of potential recruits in any ADF aircraft crewstation.
